Things are now better with the health
and stress level of our foster parents Miguel
and Anna, but still pray for chances to give
them more training and time off to prevent
burn-out. Keep praying for more workers!
Meanwhile I'm slowly getting back on top of
things myself (and getting the project more
into the hands of the Brazilians) with the help
of Getulio, our executive secretary.

Also here helping is Mark Sittner, an
intern from Denver through the middle of the
year, and Mike Fernando, a Canadian intern
visiting again from six years ago. Together
they are helping remodel and set up our
permanent library/computer room, vocational
education room and music room.
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After being with us for four years after parental
abandonment, the courts returned Alceu and
Vinicius to the control of their mom who placed them
with an aunt and uncle. | was able to take a quick
trip in March to check up on both them and the
biological families of Bruno in Curitiba. Alceu and
Vinicius seem to be OK now, but they definitely want
to visit us at the end of the school year.

Bruno, however, is struggling. And yesterday the
authorities returned Allif to us after his family
rejected him yet again. Pray for all of our current
and former boys and their families! Also pray for our
solicitors and judges to cooperate for more effective
work with the boys and their families.

Some of our capital improvements made last semester:

The solar water heater was
enlarged for foster homes 1 & 2
and the maintenance-intensive
pick-ups traded for new vans.

A lighted sign was donated
for our highway entrance.

Rusted doors and windows
were replaced, two rooms
enlarged, and a built-in sofa
installed in foster home #1.
