We are blessed have some key ministry partners in the U.S. and the Caribbean

whose resources will multiply the reach and effectiveness of  our ministry.  They are:

The Mars Hill Institute of  Biblical Theology, a study center in Port of  Spain

registered with the government of  Trinidad & Tobago;  Ligonier Ministries, which

is providing study materials; and Miami International Theological Seminary

(MINTS), which is providing accreditation to Mars Hill students.

Mars Hill enrolled its first full-time students (eight) in February of  this year, and

enrollment is expected to increase this fall.  In addition, we hope to launch satellite

study centers in St. Vincent and Grenada this year.

1) an open door for evangelism – even among the sizable Hindu and Muslim

minorities; 2) a hunger and thirst among pastors and maturing Christians who

and culturally relevant ways.

For these reasons and more, Mission to the World has identified the English-

Speaking Caribbean as an “urgent need” - a region where more resources, more

Missionaries and more involvement from our home churches is desperately needed.
