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Ron Makes Vision Trip To Jamaica

With his Missions Conference committments ending April 30th, Ron shipped
out May first on an eight day trip to Jamaica, thus beginning the process of finding the
next field of ministry for the Smith family. In Kingston, Ron met up with MTW
Regional Director Rich Wolfe and MTW/Ministries In Action missionary Woody
Woodham, who has many years of ministry experience in Jamaica.

During his stay Ron was able to meet several pastors and visit three different
churches. He also met with about twenty business leaders who participate in a weekly
discipleship/fellowship group. What Ron saw and heard during the week left him with
the conviction that an MTW Missionary with the vision and passion for revitalizing
churches and reinvigorating Christians could be of great service to the Cause of Christ.

An island of about 6,800 square miles, Jamaica is home to 2,750,000 people.

Kingston, the capital, has a population of 750,000.

“What I found interesting,” says Ron, “was that the two key cultural areas where
an application of the Gospel is most needed are the two areas of ministry that excite me
the most.”

The Smiths are planning to make a family trip to Jamaica in August. Before they
can make a decision on Jamaica, they need to investigate ministry opportunities a bit
more.

Scotland and Australia — the culture is moving
towards secularism and post-modernism. “The
question that churches are just beginning to ask is,
‘How can we reach out with the Gospel to people
who think that Christ and the Church are irrelevant?’
The answers may be non-traditional, but I believe the
opportunities are great!”

The Christian businessmen Ron met expressed a
desire to “get involved” in their culture. Ron says,
“They see the trend (towards secularism and post-
modernism) and they think they should get involved
in issues of public policy; but they don’t know how or
why.  Well, I do; and I want to help.”
